The pay scale and other service benefits will be permitted by ICAR.

Posts are temporary and are likely to continue so long as sanction of the scheme continuance is available
from ICAR. In case of the closure of KVKs, their services shall be terminated automatically and after the
termination of the scheme, the University will not absorb the candidate in any capacity.

Reservation policies will be strictly followed as decided by UP Govt.

The University reserves the right to increase/decrease or withdraw the number of any advertised post(s)
under any category at any time without assigning any reason thereof. Any consequential vacancies arising
at the time of interview may also be filled up from the available candidates.

(v) The information related to date of written examination/dictation and typing test/driving test will be
published on University website www.buat.edu.in. Applicants are advised to check the University website
regularly for information.
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The applicants who wish to apply for more than one post and/or category, should submit separate
Application forms in separate envelopes accompanied by relevant enclosures and bank draft for each post. =
Reservation Rules as per the State Government of Uttar Pradesh will be applicable. The claimants of
SC/ST/OBC/EWS/Differently-Abled persons (PWD) etc. reservation must furnish the certificate as
applicable, issued by the competent authority of U.P. Govt.

Acceptance of documents submitted by an applicant shall be subjected to verification by the competent
authority. If any documents are found to be false/ fake/incorrect/malafide either before or after
appointment, the document shall be summarily rejected and action may be initiated against the candidate
which may lead to cancellation of his/her appointment, as the case may be.

The appointment of a candidate shall be subjected to verification of character and antecedents and caste
certificate by the competent authority. Until the verification report of character and antecedents and caste
certificate is received, the appointment shall be treated as provisional. In case the report regards his/her
conducts, character and antecedents, caste certificate etc., are found to be unsatisfactory or fails, the
appointment shall be cancelled/ terminated forthwith.

The service conditions and age of superannuation shall be as per U.P, Govt. rules/ICAR guidelines, as
applicable.

In case of any inadvertent mistake in the process of selection, which may be detected at any stage even
after issue of the appointment letter, the University reserves the right to modify/withdraw/cancel any
communication made to the candidates.

The  applicants  serving in  Government/Semi-Government  organizations/Public  Sector
Undertakings/Autonomous Bodies must bring ‘No Objection Certificate (NOC)’ from their present
employer at the time of Verification of Documents, failing which their candidature/selection may stand
cancelled.
